PRELIMINARY STATEMENT
Defendant respectfully moves this Court to dismiss Plaintiff's breach of contract claim pursuant to Rule 12(b)(6) of the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure. Plaintiff's complaint fails to plead sufficient facts to establish the existence of a valid contract or any breach thereof.
